3-credit practice writing tutorial designed to fulfill the Advanced Practice Writing Requirement (APWR) and consisting of various forms of professional writing directly related to the practicum work.
International Law Directed Research
3-credit directed research project, designed to fulfill the Scholarly Writing Requirement (SWR).
